World air cargo

“World air cargo traffic will triple over the
next 20 years,” said Menen. “The air freight
industry remains exposed to unpredictable,
external shocks - for example, natural disasters,
terrorism, security threats, rising oil prices and
many others. Despite this, world trade growth
is forecast to improve around 7-8 percent
per annum until 2011. Prodded by positive
economic conditions and further demand for
growth, opportunities for profitable growth in
the supply chain still exist.”

Air cargo is playing an increasingly
important role in supply chains. Accounting
for only 5 percent of world trade volume, air
cargo equals about 40 percent of cargo by
value and this sector provides estimated total
annual revenues of almost US$55-billion.

Menen emphasised that collective and
collaborative efforts in the supply chain are
a must, a theme echoed by Juan Carlos
Serna, vice-president, The Americas, of the Air
Logistics Group, another of the international
speakers making up the highly relevant,
industry-topping conference programme.

Hosted in association with the SA
Association of Freight Forwarders (SAAFF),
CILTSAs  Air Cargo and Express Freight
Conference is the only event of its kind in
SA, which tackles prominent industry issues.
Topics covered during the event included:
Customs and excise according to the South
African Revenue Service (SARS); becoming
‘Freight-Ready’ for the 2010 FIFA Soccer
World Cup; BBBEE (Black Broad-Based
Economic Empowerment) compliance within
the integrated transport charter; and air cargo
security with particular reference to Part 108
Regulations of the Civil Aviation Regulations,
1997.
