According to the Ohio University's Green Computing Guide,
a computer that is left running emits 1 kilogram of carbon
dioxide (CO,} per year and costs approximately US$45 (R360)
per year to power. Simply turning off a computer at night so
that it only runs for eight hours a day can reduce its energy
consumption input to 810 kWh, or knock $30 (R240) off its
running costs per year.

A recent report in CI0 magazine reveals that 54% of
companies already have sustainable goals when it comes to
reducing carbon footprints.

Some 38% say they're going green because
it’s the right thing to do; 37% agree that doing
